Articles typed in Indonesian or English with Microsoft Word programs with doc, docx, or rtf file types,cambrian letters, size 11 pts, space 1.5 with A4 paper format and 10-14 pages long.4. Articles follow the style of writing and bibliography according to the VANOS Journal of MechanicalEngineering Education guidance template that has been provided.5. Articles reviewed by blind review by reviewers (bestari partners) who have been appointed inaccordance with their field. The author of the article is given an opportunity to improve the article onthe recommendation of the reviewers or the editor.
